TRADING AS THAMES RECRUITMENT.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF BUSINESS – (HIRE OF TEMPORARY STAFF)

1) These are the terms and conditions on which Brinksmede Consultants Ltd and or any subsidiaries of trading styles herein after called (“the Agency” provides staff (“the Operator”) to the employer client (“the Client”).
2) The Client is treated as accepting these terms when he request the Agency to provide an operator.

3) All operators are and remain employees of the Agency who will be responsible for deducting all statutory deductions from salary.

4) The charges payable in respect of the use of an operator shall be calculated on an hourly basis (unless otherwise agreed in writing). At the end of the each week in which the operator has provided services the client shall provide the Agency with a signed timesheet showing how many hours the operator has worked in that week. The timesheet shall be conclusive evidence of the number of hours worked in that week.
5(a) The Client will be charged in accordance with the hourly rate or scale of charges prevailing at the time of the booking, plus VAT (current scale of charges may be obtained on application to us), these charges shall be paid together with any agreed charges e.g. Travelling expenses, etc. over and above the hourly rate.

5(b) In the case of contracts for an unspecified period the Agency’s charges may be changed by the Agency giving the Client one month’s written notice. 

5(c) The Agency will invoice the Client weekly for its charges. Invoices will be based on the figures for the previous week set out in the timesheet. The Client shall pay the Agency’s charges forthwith upon receipt of invoices without any deduction of any kind.
5(d) Payment of all sums to the Agency shall be made within 14 days of date of invoice.

6(a) If the Client engages the operator (whether under a contract of employment or under a contract for provision of service) at any time between the Client first receives the Operator’s services and 6 months from the date of the last Invoice from the Agency to the Client in respect of the Operators services of if within such period the Client introduces the Operator to a third party who engages the Operator (whether under a contract of employment or under a contract for provision of service) the Client shall immediately upon such engagement notify the Agency of that fact and of the gross annual taxable pay or annual fee with the Operator has agreed to accept.
6(b) In the event of the Agency not being notified of the engagement of the Operator on the introduction of an Operator to the third party, the Agency shall estimate the charge for introduction calculated on a pro rata basis of the Operators hourly rate based on average hours worked with the Client for the Agency.

6(c) Upon the engagement the Operator and the Client shall become liable to pay the Agency a fee calculated at 10% of the gross annual taxable pay or annual fee which the Operator has agreed to accept.
6(d) The Client shall pay the Agency the fee referred to in (b) above within 14 days of invoice date.

7(a) The signature by the Client of the timesheet or confirmation by telephone for the Operator shall be conclusive evidence that the services performed by the Operator in that week have been performed satisfactorily. 

7(b) If the Operator for any reason proves to be unsatisfactory the Client must immediately inform the Agency by telephone. No charge will be made provided the Client notifies the Agency in accordance with the following timetable and ceases to use the Operator immediately: 

(i) In the case of Operators engaged for 1 day or less, within 2 hours of the Operator reporting for duty.

(ii) In all other cases, within the first working day of the Operators reporting for duty.

7(c) Except as provided in sub paragraphs (b) to (d) above in no circumstances will the Agency be liable to the Client for any loss or damage of any kind what so ever caused to the Client or a third Party as a result of the provision of or failure to provide an Operator whether caused by negligence or in any other way what so ever.

8(a) Operators are under the Clients direction and control whilst they are providing services.

8(b) The Client shall affect insurance to cover all risks to the Operator and all activities whose services are being provided by the Agency as if the Operator were the Clients own employee.
8(c) In no circumstance will the Agency be liable to the Client for any loss, damage or delay of any kind what so ever caused to the Client or a third party by any act, default or omission of the Operator (whether dishonest, negligent, or otherwise) except in so far as the Agency may incur a liability which by law cannot be excluded.

9 The Client agrees not to cause or permit any Operator to handle any cash or other items of value without prior written agreement.

The following additional terms relate to the supply of temporary workers as drivers or ‘O’ licensed vehicles (Herein after called Drivers)
10 Temporary drivers are supplies by the Agency on the sole understanding that the Client holds an Operators Licence under the Transport Act 1968, where required.

11 As far as is possible, the Agency will check references of Drivers, and will examine driving licences and permits: not withstanding this the Client agrees to take direct responsibility for all statutory duties where applicable in respect of driving licences and permits, Drivers hours and records, the issue and collection of  Techograph cards, maintenance and safety of vehicles, Health and Safety Regulations, and Road Traffic and Liability Insurances, including but not limited to fully comprehensive insurance for the vehicle to be driven and it’s contents.

12 To assist Clients in complying with relevant provisions of the Transport Act, the Agency agrees to provide the Client upon request with such information as is available to the Agency about any driving assignment carried out by the driver in the 7 days immediately preceding the commencement of an assignment with the Client, provided the Driver shall have worked for a Client of the Agency during those 7 days.

13 This agreement is governed by English Law.
